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The Pasteur Institute of Morocco has always been aware that safety and, especially, the prevention of biological risks is an important issue at national and international level. IPM actually updated a Biological Risk Management Committee in December 2015, whose mission is to monitor and encourage the application of basic biosafety concepts and develop practical guidelines and codes of practice. uses for its laboratories where pathogens are handled and treated. The use of biological agents can be dangerous for human health, personnel, and the general population or the environment. The assessment of these risks is essential to ensure an acceptable level of security of the activities concerned. In this perspective, the biosafety committee, with the support of the general management and staff of the IPM, is engaged in an implementation process of the international standard for biohazard management, CWA 15793 version 2011 in  the institution.

With the appreciable collaboratioon of RKI, Germany, we have been invited to the EBSA conference April 25-26 in spain during which the biosafety officer of IPM, mohammed ABID, assisted to the pre-conference workshop entitled « Design and implementation of biorisk management system ». We decided once back home to give the same talk to the members of the biosafety comittee and choosen biosafety representative in each department of the institution.   

One of the first tasks is to raise staff awareness of biological hazards and their impact on health and the environment. Thereby ; the committee intends to organize a training workshop on the CWA15793 v 2011 on Thursday 28 September 2017. The course was given by the biosafety officer of IPM and assisted by Kysil Olena from RKI .
